Following are the reasons for the rise of Bhakti movement in medieval India-

(1) Complexity of the caste system: The nature of the caste system had become
very complex in medieval India. The atrocities of the upper castes on the
lower castes had increased in the society, which created widespread
discontent among them. In such a situation, the path of devotion opened the
way for everyone. This movement emphasized on equality of human beings.

(i1) Errors of Hindu religion: In the medieval period, Hindu religion lost its purity
and many evils had arisen in it. Useless rituals were included in Hindu
religion. Therefore, the saints of the Bhakti movement started this
movement to reform the Hindu religion.

(i11)) Fear of Islam The spread of Islam in India gave strength to the Bhakti
movement in India. Efforts were made by Muslim rulers to force Hindus to
convert to Islam.

Mohenjodaro was the most important city of the Harappan civilization or Indus
Valley civilization. Some features of this city are described as follows-

(1) A planned city — Mohenjodaro was a planned city of the Harappan civilization.
The city was settled according to a plan. An excellent drainage system was
established in it. Roads at right angles to each other used to bite.

(i1) Division of the city into two parts — Mohenjodaro city was divided into two
parts. Its upper part was called the fort and the lower part was called the
lower city. Probably the elite class and rulers resided in the fort and the
common people lived in the lower city.

(ii1)) House Architecture The lower city of Mohenjodaro presents examples of
residential buildings. Almost every house had a courtyard around which
rooms were built. Special care was taken to ensure privacy during the
construction of the house. There were no windows in the walls built on the
ground floor. Every house had a bathroom whose drains were connected to
the street drains through the wall. Scholars have estimated that there is
evidence of 700 wells in Mohenjodaro which met the water requirement.

(iv) Provision of roads and drains. The unique feature of this city was its planned
drainage system. It appears that streets with drains were built first and then
residences were built. If the dirty water of the houses was to be connected
to the drains of the streets, then it was necessary for at least one wall of
each house to be adjacent to the street.

(v) Goods warehouse and huge bathhouse — Some special structures have also been
found in the fort of Mohenjodaro which were used for public purposes.
Among these, a warehouse was a huge structure of which only the lower
parts made of bricks remain and included a huge bathroom. The great bath
1s a rectangular reservoir built in the courtyard, surrounded by a corridor on
all sides. To reach the bottom of the reservoir, two stairs were built in its



northern and southern parts. Probably it was used for some kind of special
ritual bath.

There 1s no doubt that the drainage system of the cities of the Harappan civilization
1s a unique feature. This indicates the town planning there. Drainage system
is an integral part of city planning. To keep the city clean, it is essential for
this system to be proper. From this point of view, the drainage system of the
cities of the Harappan civilization was complete in itself. Every residence
in the city was connected to street drains. It seems that streets were built
with drains first and then residences were built along them. Then at least
one wall of the house was built adjacent to the street, so that the dirty water
of the houses could be easily connected to the drains of the streets. The




main drains were made of bricks set in mortar. They were covered with
bricks that could be removed during cleaning. Earlier the drains from the
houses used to fall into a sump or cesspool. The solid matter of the water
got accumulated there and the dirty water went into the drains of the street.
In this way the dirty water would go out of the city. According to Mackay,
it was certainly the most convenient ancient system ever discovered."

Introduction Mirabai is the most famous poetess of the Bhakti tradition. His
biography has been compiled on the basis of hymns written by him which
were transmitted orally for centuries.

Birth- Mirabai was a Rajput princess from Merta district of Marwar who was
married against her will into the Sisodia clan of Mewar. She disobeyed her
husband's orders and refused to perform the traditional responsibilities of a
wife and mother.

Devotional Meera — Meera accepted Krishna, an incarnation of Vishnu, as her only
husband. Her in-laws tried to poison her but she left the palace and became
a wandering saint. He composed many emotional songs of Krishna
devotion and through these songs he propagated his love for Krishna.

Opposition to Casteism According to some traditions, Meera's guru was Raidas, a
religious leader. this suggests. That Meera violated the conventions of the
casteist society. It is believed that after leaving the opulence of her
husband's palace, she wore the white clothes of a widow or the Jogiya
clothes of a Sanyasini. Although Mirabai did not gather a large number of
followers and did not establish any private congregations, she has been a
source of inspiration for centuries. The verses composed by him are sung
even today by men and women.

From the institutional point of view, Sufis established themselves around an
organized community, the Khangah. Khangah or control was in the hands
of Sheikh, Pir or Mushid. They had to recruit their followers and appoint
their barims. The rules of spiritual conduct were laid down in the Khangah.
In brief the functioning of Chishti Khanqah is described as follows-

Chishti Khangah was the center point of social life. The Khangah of Sheikh
Nizamuddin Auliya was in Giyaspur on the banks of Yamuna river in Delhi.
There were many small rooms and a large hall where the inmates and
guests lived and worshiped. Among the cohabitants were the Sheikh's own
family, servants and followers. The Sheikh lived in a small room on the
terrace where he used to receive guests.



There was a community kitchen in the Khangah which ran on donations. People

from every section of the society, soldiers, slaves, singers, traders, poets,
travelers, rich and poor, Hindu Yogis and Qalandars used to come here to
become followers in Khanqgah, to worship, to get amulets or to seek
mediation from Sheikh on various issues. Bowing before the Sheikh,
offering water to those who met him, shaving the heads of initiates and
doing yogic exercises etc. indicate the fact that efforts were made to
assimilate local traditions.

Sheikh Nizamuddin selected several spiritual heirs and appointed them to establish

Khangqahs in different parts of the continent. Because of this, the teachings,
practices and institutions of the Chishtis and the fame of the Sheikh spread
everywhere. Many pilgrims visit the shrine of him and his spiritual
ancestors.

This was a bold rebellion of Indians against the British. The British took the

following steps to crush the rebellion-

(1) Lord Canning's proper plan - Governor General Lord Canning made a proper

plan to crush the rebellion by organizing all the British resources of the
Company. The company succeeded in suppressing this rebellion by the
skillful planning of Lord Canning.

(i1) Imposition of martial law- Before sending the troops to reconquer North India,

the British had passed several laws for the convenience of the soldiers to
quell the disturbance. Through several laws passed in May and June 1857,
the entire North India was annexed. Through this law the British



government was successful in suppressing the rebellion. martial law
imposed

(i11) Giving wide powers to military officers: To crush the rebellion, the British
government gave wide powers to its military officers. Even an ordinary
British officer was given the power to prosecute and punish Indians who
were suspected of being involved in the rebellion. The normal process of
law and trial was abolished and it was made clear that the only punishment
for rebellion was death sentence.

(iv) Taking special steps to capture Delhi: Like the rebels, the British government
also understood the symbolic importance of Delhi very well. The British
effort to capture Delhi started on a large scale in June 1857 AD. Launched a
two-pronged attack on Delhi with new troops brought from Britain.
Went and Delhi was captured in September 1857 AD.

(iv) Assurances to the landlords: To break the unity of landowners and tenants, the
British assured the big landlords that their jagirs would be returned to them.
The landlords who followed the path of rebellion were evicted from their
land and those who were loyal were given rewards.

(v) Attempt to create division between Hindus and Muslims: To crush this rebellion,
the British also tried to create divisions in Hindu-Muslim unity. But the
British did not get much success in this.

The following methods were adopted to establish unity among the rebels.

(1) The proclamations issued for the Revolt of 1857 called for all sections of the
society without discrimination of religions.

(i1) Proclamations issued in the name of Bahadur Shah appealed to join the battle
in the name of Muhammad and Mahavir.

(i1) The Mughal Empire and Hindu kings were praised to establish unity among the
people.

(iv) The sentiments of Hindus were kept in mind in the proclamations issued by
Muslim princes or Nawabs.

(vi) In his declarations, Nana Saheb declared himself Peshwa and Bahadur Shah as
the Mughal Emperor of India. Which promoted Hindu-Muslim unity.

(vii) The rebellion was presented in such a way that it threatened the interests of
both Hindus and Muslims.

(vil) Advertisements used to point towards the glorious Hindu-Muslim past before
the establishment of British rule in India. It was emphasized in the
advertisements that all religions were respected by the Mughal emperors
and at that time all people lived together in harmony.
