The Permanent Settlement or Istamari system was implemented in Bengal by Lord
Cornwallis in 1793 AD. Initially this was done with the kings and
talugdars of Bengal who later came to be known as zamindars. In this
system, the landlords had to pay a fixed land tax to the company at a fixed
time. If a landlord could not deposit his land tax on time, his land was




auctioned. This system was implemented in areas like Bengal, Bihar,
Orissa etc. This applied to 19 percent of the land under colonial rule.

Harappan civilization was a huge civilization. It was an urban civilization. Many
cities were developed in it. Description of some of the most important places of
this civilization are as follows-

(1) Harappa- The first site of this civilization discovered was Harappa, which is
currently located in a district called Motegumri of Pakistan. It is situated on the
banks of river Ravi. It was discovered by Dayaram Sahni in 1921.

(i) Mohenjodaro The second most important site of this civilization is
Mohenjodaro. It was discovered by Rakhal Das Banerjee in 1922 AD. The
literal meaning of Mohenjodaro is 'mound of the dead'. This place is situated on
the banks of Indus river. Evidence of a bronze statue of a dancer, a huge
bathroom and a granary have been found from this site.



(i1) Lothal- This Harappan site is currently situated on the banks of Bhogava river
in Gujarat. from this place Evidence has been found of a port which was used
for maritime trade.

(iv) Kalibanga: This place is situated in Rajasthan. Evidence of black bangles was
found from this site -

Hence this place was named Kalibanga. Evidence of plowed fields has also been
found from this site.

(v) Banawali -This place is situated in Haryana state. From this place, models of
plow made of clay have been found, which reveal the agricultural system of
this civilization.

(vi) Shortughai- This place is located in Afghanistan. Some remains of canals have
been found at this site. (vii) Dholavira: This place is situated in Gujarat. Its
literal meaning is white well. Evidence of a reservoir has been found from this
place. Apart from this, Rakhigarhi, Nageshwar, Balakot etc. were also
important places of this civilization.

At the fort at Mohenjodaro we find evidence of structures that were
probably used for specific public purposes. The most important structure
among such structures is the Great Bath. his

The main features are described as follows-

(1) The Great Bath is a rectangular reservoir built in the courtyard of the fort
area which is surrounded by a corridor on all sides.

(1) It 1s 11.88 meters long, 7.1 meters wide and 2.45 meters deep.

i1) To reach the bottom of the reservoir, there are two stairs in its northern and
southern parts.

(iv) Had gone. The reservoir was watered by placing bricks on its banks and
using gypsum mortar.

(iv) It had three more chambers, one of which had a big well. Water from the
reservoir flowed into a big drain.

(v) Relatively 8 smaller bathrooms have also been found in the northern
direction of the huge bathhouse.

There is a clear indication that it was used for some kind of special ritual bath.

The religious beliefs of Sufism were very simple and clear. These simple ideals
became the basis of his conduct. The main religious beliefs and conducts of
Sufism are described as follows:

(1) Importance of Guru or Pir: Like Bhakti saints, Sufi seekers have also accepted
the importance of Guru or Pir. Sufi saints consider a perfect human being as
their guru. According to him, a human cannot do anything without a Guru.

(2) Thoughts regarding God- Sufi seekers thought about God that God is one. He
believed that he is omnipotent, absolute, invisible and unique. God is the
ultimate truth. World

All the people are his children.

(3) Giving importance to Ziyarat- Triyarat is given great importance in Sufism.
Blessings are wished on this occasion. In the last seven hundred years, people



of different classes and communities have worshiped the five great Chishti
saints.

They have been expressing their faith at the Dargah.

(4) Importance of dance and music — Sufi saints believed in worshiping God
through Zikr (chanting the name of God) or Sama i.e. spiritual music. Dance
and music were part of Ziyarat. (5) Ideas related to soul and the world: Sufi
seekers consider the soul to be a part of God and God is the creator of this
world. All substances arise from Him and ultimately merge into Him.

(6) Means to achieve the goal: Attaining unity with God is the ultimate goal of Sufi
saints. There are many means to achieve this goal like repentance, piety,
patience, fear, satisfaction, hope, restraint etc. The Sufi saint believes that we
should worship God with a true heart. If a man becomes absorbed in God, he
soon achieves his goal.

(7) Sufis believe in humanism. His view is that to attain God it is necessary to love
human beings. Serving Sufi saints and helping needy people is equivalent to
doing devotion to God. For this purpose, a community langar was run in the
Khangah of Sheikh Nizamuddin Auliya, where people of all sections used to
eat food.

(8) Do not have any attachment to worldly things — Sufi seekers do not have any
attachment to worldly things. For example, Sheikh Nizamuddin Auliya rejected
a royal gift from a local ruler and said, "What am I to do with this land, fields
and gardens? None of our spiritual leaders did anything like this."

(9) Emphasis on virtue: Sufism emphasizes on virtue. According to Sufi
practitioners, man should stay away from external ostentation. He should stay
away from pleasures and luxuries. Man should live a simple life and raise his
moral level.

Alwar, Nayanars and Sufi saints were very popular among the common people.
In comparison to the ruler, his hold on the society was much better. The rulers
always had a desire to win the trust of these saint fakirs. This will make it
easier to connect with the public and they will be expected to get public
support. The rulers in Tamil Nadu region provided every kind of support to the



Alwar Nayanar saints. These rulers gave them grants and got temples built. The
Chola rulers built huge Shiva temples at Chidambaram, Thanjavur and
Gagkodacholapuram. Bronze statues of Shiva were installed on a large scale in
these temples. The Alvar and Nayanar saints Vellala were not only respected
among the farmers and the general public, but the rulers also tried to support
them. Apart from building beautiful temples and installing statues (of bronze,
wood, stone and other metals) in them, the ruling class also gave importance to
the songs and thoughts of saint poets. He also installed the statues of these saint
poets along with the deities. By collecting the sermons and hymns of these
saints, the rulers also compiled a Tamil book, Tavaram.

Similarly, the rulers also gave various types of grants to Sufi saints. The
Dargah of Moinuddin Chishti in Ajmer had become the first choice of the ruler
and members of the royal family. Muhammad Tughlag himself used to
regularly visit the Khangah of Nizamuddin Auliya. Akbar visited Ajmer 14
times in his life during the Mughal period. He gave various things to this
Dargah. Akbar not only met Salim Chishti in Fatehpur Sikri. In fact, influenced
by it, he also changed his capital from Agra to Fatehpur Sikri. Hence it is clear
that the rulers wanted to connect with the society through these saint fakirs.
With this purpose, they used to express their devotion towards the saints and it
also had a positive impact on the society.

The role of religious beliefs was very important in determining the events of 1857.
Religious beliefs played their role in this revolution and their description is as
follows-

(1) General Service Recruitment Act- Governor General Lord Canning made the
General Service Recruitment Act in 1856. According to this Act, Indian
soldiers could also be sent outside India for war, which Indian soldiers
considered against their religion. There was huge dissatisfaction among the
Indian soldiers with this act.

(2) Succession Law- Succession Law (Lex Loci Act) was made in 1850 AD.
According to this law, if a person converted to another religion, he could still
continue to inherit his ancestral property. This law was actually made for the
promotion of Christianity in India. Indians were considering this law as a threat
to their religion.

(3) Promotion of English education and western culture. Common people were
also looking at the British government with suspicion. They felt that the
government was promoting Christianity in India by promoting English
education and Western culture. His suspicion was not wrong because the
officers were giving freedom and encouragement to the Christian priests to
preach religion and the soldiers were also being lured to convert to religion.

(4) Social reform policies of the British - Under the leadership of Governor
General Lord William Bentinck, the British government implemented special
policies to improve the Indian society. The British enacted laws to end the
practice of Sati and legalize Hindu widow remarriage. Indians were
considering these laws as against their religion. There was huge dissatisfaction
among Indians against the social reform policies of the British.



(5) Providing greased cartridges to the Indian soldiers for use was the immediate
cause of this revolution. The soldiers realized that the British wanted to corrupt
the religion of Indians through these cartridges. Therefore he refused to use
these greased cartridges. When the British forced them to use this cartridge,
they sounded the bugle of revolution.

(6) Condemnation of Hindu religious texts: Christian preachers used to condemn
Hindu religious texts. Indians could not tolerate this at any cost and they found
it better to adopt the path of revolution against the British government to
protect and respect their religion.

Thus, it is clear that due to the above mentioned reasons, the religious sentiments
of Indians were hurt and the role of religious beliefs was very important in
determining the events of 1857 AD.
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From the announcements of the rebel leaders, some applications of the soldiers

and some letters of the leaders, we get some information about the thinking of
the rebels, which is as follows -




(1) He considered the British rule as oppressive, autocratic and conspiratorial,
hence he called upon all Indian social groups to unite against the British Raj.
They were rejecting everything related to this kingdom.

(i1) From the declarations of the rebels it appears that they wanted unity among all
the social groups of India. Especially he emphasized on Hindu-Muslim unity.
From the point of view of benefits, the war was said to be equal for both
communities. In the declaration of Bahadurshah Zafar, both Muhammad and
Mahavir An appeal was made to participate in the struggle with Duhai.

(ii1)) They wanted to end the British rule as an alternative power and return to the
pre-18th century Mughal system.

Difference in viewpoint of different social groups From the above points it
should not be meant that the thinking of all the rebels was exactly the same. In
fact, there were differences in the views of different social groups, for example-

(1) The soldiers wanted that they should get adequate salary, promotion and other
facilities like the European soldiers. They also wanted to protect their self-
respect and feelings. They wanted to end the foreign rule of the British and re-
establish the power of their old rulers.

(i1) The deposed rulers were the leaders of the rebellion but most of them were
fighting to re-establish their princely state. Therefore, he held courts on the old
pattern and made court appointments.

(i11) Talukdars or landlords jumped into the struggle for their land holdings and
social status. They wanted to reclaim their lands which the British had snatched
away from them and given them to the farmers.

(iv) The farmer was troubled by the land revenue system of the British. There was
no flexibility in it. Revenue was assessed at a very high rate and was collected
with Unda. There was no mercy from the government even when the crop
failed. For this reason he used to get trapped in the clutches of moneylenders.
This was the reason why along with the British Raj, he also wanted to
eliminate other oppressors. For example, at many places they burned the
account books of moneylenders and vandalized their houses.
