Question 28. Jawaharlal Nehru was becoming increasingly influenced by
socialism in the 1920s and when he returned from a trip to Europe in 1928,
he was deeply influenced by the experiments of the Soviet Union when he
met the socialists (Jayaprakash Narayan, Narendra Dev, N. When he
started working closely with G. Ranga and others), a rift was created
between the socialists and conservatives within the Congress. After
becoming the President of Congress in 1936, Nehru made strong
statements against fascism and supported the demands of workers and
farmers.

Concerned over Nehru's socialist statements, conservatives led by
Rajendra Prasad and Sardar Patel threatened to resign from the Congress
Working Committee. On the other hand, some famous industrialists of
Bombay issued statements criticizing Nehru. After this, both Prasad and
Nehru went to Mahatma Gandhi and met him at his ashram in Wardha.
Gandhiji once again played the role of mediator to curb Nehru's radical
attitude and inspired Prasad and other leaders to pay attention to the
importance of Nehru's leadership.

Prabhavati Gupta states in his inscription that Prabhavati gives orders to
the village family members (village householders and farmers), Brahmins,
and other residents of Dangun village. 'You may know that on the Dwadashi
date of Kartik Shukla Paksha, this village has been donated to Acharya
Chanalaswami along with water offering for attaining religious virtue. You
should follow all their orders.

I also suggest the following concessions suitable for an Agrahara. Police
or soldiers will not enter this village. This village is free from the
responsibility of providing grass and animal skins and coal used in the asanas
to the visiting government officials. They are also free from enforcement of
the royal right to purchase liquor and dig for salt. This village is also



exempted from supplying minerals and Khadir tree products. There is also
exemption from giving flowers and milk. This village has been donated along
with the property within it and all taxes, big and small.'

This edict was written in the 13th regnal year and was inscribed by
Chakradas.
