Since the days of the National Movement, he developed a keen
interest and insight in foreign affairs and articulated India’s response
to various international issues.Rajiv Gandhi (1984-89) largely
followed the pattern set by previous Prime Ministers. However, the
role of PMO became weaker during the periods of coalition
governments under Morarji Desai (1977-79), Viswanath Pratap Singh
(1989-90), Chandra Shekhar (1990-91), and P.V. Narasimha Rao
(1991-96). Under the NDA government led by Atal Bihari Vajpayee,
the Prime Minister again went on to play an important role in foreign
policy. In the UPA and NDA government (2004-till date i.e. June 2023)
led by Manmohan Singh and Sh Narender Modi, the role of Prime
Minister in foreign policymaking has not diminished.
